— To optimize ergonomics, the hinges
should be placed on the outside.

— In a corner situation, the distance
to the wall of the appliance with
the widest opening must be taken
into account (e.g. Espresso
machine (GC)).

— The width of the appliances is
identical.

— No other electrical appliances Horizontal Mix 24" & 30” (60cm & 76 cm)
should be installed above the Combination EH36_21_RNA (For dimensions, see page 8)
Combi-steam oven (GS).

— Installation of an Espresso machine @ @
(GC) above a Combi-microwave
oven (GM) is only possible with a
standard cabinet shelf. The use of
the Gaggenau adjustable shelf
GA 601010 is not permitted in this
case.

— Stacking two Ovens (GO) is only
possible with a standard cabinet
shelf. The use of the Gaggenau
adjustable shelf GA 301010/ GO 481 GS 470/GM 450/GC 451/461
GA 601010 is not permitte.d in this GW 453
case due to the oven’s weight.

— Appliances installed above a
dishwasher need a separate

Installation side by side

When appliances are installed side by
side, the clearance between the
appliances must be at least %” (6 mm)
(corresponds to the standard outside
measurement of the cabinet cut out
of 235" (600 mm) or 30” (762 mm)).

Reduced gaps between appliances Gaggenau ovens (GO) are cooled

and cabinet fronts with fresh air at the top edge of the
frame. Hot air is blown out at the
frame bottom edge.

Combi-steam ovens (GS) and
Combi-microwave ovens (GM) have
the air inlet at the side edges of the
frame and the hot air and steam
outlets horizontally at the top edge of
the frame.

Take into account the minimum
needed gaps.

The measurements given in the
drawing apply to all appliances.

The following must also be respected:

The area above the appliances

GS:

No other electrical appliances should
be installed above the Combi-steam
oven (GS).

Front edges of the cabinet panel must
be steam resistant as is the case
above a dishwasher. Steam may
possibly penetrate into the
compartment.

GC:

Installation of an Espresso machine
(GC) above a Combi-microwave oven
(GM) is only possible with a standard
cabinet shelf. The use of the Gaggenau
adjustable shelf GA 601010 is not
permitted in this case.

GM:

To comply with UL/CSA norm, the top
upper edge of the Combi-microwave
oven (GM) front must be at a minimum
height of 2 31" (787 mm).

Guidelines for Flush installation

Numbers indicated
inside parenthesis () =mm

Proper planning, measurement, and
installation techniques are required to
achieve a seamless flush integration.
Ensure that the appliance’s depth,
including the frame, are taken into
account.

Ensure that the cabinetry is level and
structurally sound to support the
appliance’s weight.

If needed, use Gaggenau adjustable
shelf GA 301 010/GA 601010 as
recommended to securely support
Combi-steam oven (GS),
Combi-microwave oven (GM), or Fully
automatic espresso machine (GC)
within the cabinet space.

In cases where the appliance
combination includes a Vacuuming
drawer (GV) or a Warming drawer (GW),
it is necessary to raise these
appliances by %" (5mm) to allow
them to open properly. This 3" (5mm)
rise must be taken into account for
the cabinet height.

In a horizontal combination that
includes a Vacuuming drawer (GV) or
a Warming drawer (GW), it is
necessary to raise all appliances in
the adjacent cut outs by %" (5mm)
for proper alignment. (e.g., oven).
